The changi ng scenari o of engi neering and technol ogy expects students
to have a know edge of a variety of disciplines. The Institute has
since long recogni zed this need and has introduced a nunber of
courses of interdisciplinary and multidisciplinary nature. Wth the
advent of growth in areas of robotics and automation, the institute
conducts two courses of around 50 hours each approxi mately. Students

navi gati on systens for the robots. They actually build the robots.
Thi s exposure al so hel ps the students in successful participation in
various national and international robotics events The students al so
| earn nobile app devel opnent. This provides a creative opening for
their Ap devel opnent ideas. Students al so devel op codes in
progranm ng | anguages and learn to interface hardware with software.
Drone devel opnent, conputer vision based applications are devel oped
fromthese academ c opportunities. Besides the exposure to robotics
and programmng and allied interfaces, the students | earn the basic
concepts of Internet of Things, which hel ps them devel op smart
systens on integrated platforns using various bus protocols,
net wor ki ng and enbedded system i deas. Students are al so nade aware
of domain of Data Science in which they are gi ven knowl edge about
various statistical programm ng platfornms such as R, and al so
fundanental ideas of descriptive and inferential statistics are
taught and are applied on data bases for realization of Data Science
princi ples. The worki ng know edge of Data base managenent is al so
vital, which is shared wwth themin a theory course suppl enent ed
with practicals. Another energing area that is captured is 3-D
printing and manufacturing. The basic ideas of this vital area are
al so covered. Besides these, students perform Engi neeri ng Desi gn and
| nnovati on projects, where there is a distinct enphasis on using the
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mul tidisciplinary approach. These projects have also resulted in
i nnovati ve outcones, research publications, patents, prototype
product devel opnents etc.
